The following is a list of requirements for dress and deportment for graduands of

Immaculata Regional High School.

This list is intended to highlight the dignity and traditions of the graduation ceremony.

The focus of this celebration is academic achievement.  This is an important and

exciting time for you, your family, and friends.  To maintain the dignity of the celebration

there should be no apparel or behaviour that detracts from the solemnity of the occasion.

Since the commencement ceremony symbolizes the culmination of your academic efforts, dress, deportment and speeches must support academic achievement.

Graduation Protocol for Dress

· There should be no decorations, flowers or notes on the gown or mortarboard.

· The mortarboard is worn so that the flat board and the floor are parallel.

· The tassel is placed on the right front side of the mortarboard before the diplomas

      are conferred.

·    Female graduands should wear dark shoes, tea-length dresses or suits.

·    Male graduands should wear dark shoes, dark pants and a tie.

·    Shorts, flip-flops, sneakers and beach wear are not permitted.

·    Only graduands attired in appropriate academic regalia can participate in the

      ceremony           

·    In addition to the cap and gown, honour students will wear an honour cord.
